What Should A Conclusion Do For The Reader?
Briefly state your conclusion with an appropriate statistic or percent error. Specifically, tell the reader what your findings mean, supported with scientific theory (using scientific vocabulary) and/or experimental evidence.
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Does the claim answer the question?

The claim should only answer the question. Does the claim lack an
explanation or reasoning?

Isthecl more than a “yes” or “no” answer?

Is the claim a complete sentence?

EVIDENCE

Is each piece of evidence relevant to the claim?

Is there enough evidence listed to support the claim?

The evidence should lack an explanation or reasoning. Is each piece of
evidence strictly an observation or data from the lab?

Is the evidence listed specific and not vague or a generalization?

REASONING

Is there a justification how each piece of evidence supports the claim?
The reasoning should not simply repeat the evidence. Is there a link
between the evidence and claim provided?

Is the science principle explained why the evidence supports the claim?
Is the reasoning written in complete sentences?





Conclusion Quick Guidelines 

1) What was your problem statement/objective of this study (does not need to be word for word.)

2) Was your hypothesis accepted or rejected and why (see number 3)

3) What data supports/disputes your answer to number 2

4) What about your experimental procedures contributed in a positive/negative way to your research?

5) Specifically, tell the reader what your findings mean, supported with scientific theory (using scientific vocabulary) and/or experimental evidence.

6) What problems did you encounter, what tools, knowledge, data, assistance could have improved your research. Link back to trials that were impacted directly. human error is not good enough. Go back to your detailed observation log!

7) How could you expand this research?  What other experiments could be conducted in the future, what industries or other researchers could gain from this or use this information for. More time is not the answer!
