Your Review of Literature should help you formulate a good problem statement and give you a foundation from which to model your experimental testing.  This is where you must educate the reader to the SCIENCE involved.  Consider your target audience and define or explain any terms, formulas (see Appendix A for format) and concepts that are critical to understanding this section
